The children’s camp went well. I told them the story "Let the little children come to me’ from Mathew 19 and linked it with that of the 'Rich young Man,’ then I connected it to life situation stories. The children and their teachers were happy and blessed. Later in the day, four of the children were able to come up and tell the stories. The repetition method really works. Guess what I did.....I gave each of them our NBS Institute buttons as a motivation for them to continue telling the stories.

In my village, I introduced the pastors and a good number of Christians to the art of biblical storytelling and they are already making plans for us to have a workshop there specifically on biblical storytelling. We also had two pastors from the Full Gospel Mission.
The workshop will be in the nearest future.

Yesterday our Scripture by Heart group met in my house after service. The number has increased from 12 to 17. We talked about the NBS institute at GPI and I introduced them to the websites of NBS and GOTELL. You can imagine their joy in seeing all the information about biblical storytelling in Cameroon on the internet. We now have a coordinator in the person of Ndah Salome and we started working on the crucifixion story from Mark. By God's grace we will tell it this Easter.
